Procedure for Reviewing and Publishing Articles

Submitted to the Academic Journal 
"’The Light of Christ Enlightens All’:

Quarterly of St. Philaret’s Christian Orthodox Institute"

1. The author submits to the Editorial Board her/his article laid out in accordance with the rules set out in the Instructions for authors of the academic journal "’The Light of Christ Enlightens All’: Quarterly of St. Philaret’s Christian Orthodox Institute." Submissions are reviewed by the Editorial Board to ensure compliance with the profile of the journal and with the article layout requirements. If the requirements are not met, the author is notified by email.

2. After preliminary consideration, the manuscript is sent for review to the members of the Editorial Board or to experts – scholars and specialists in a given field (doctors of sciences, PhD holders). Submissions are reviewed confidentially. Reviewers are informed that submitted articles are the intellectual property of their authors.

3. Based on the review results, the Editorial Board decides on the publication of the manuscript.

· If the review is positive, the article is included in the corresponding issue of the journal. 

· If the reviewer sets out the need for refining the paper, the manuscript is returned to the author, with the possibility of consequent publication after addressing the reviewer's comments and undergoing a repeated review process. 

· If the manuscript does not meet the requirements of academic level for journal articles, publication may be refused.

4. The Editorial Board informs the author of the decision. The author of a rejected paper receives a written notice from the Editorial Board. 

5. Publication in the journal is free. 

6. Originals of reviews are stored in the Editorial Board for five years.

7. Review can be provided to the State Commission for Academic Degrees and Titles of the Russian Federation, upon the request of expert boards.
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
